In
2021, we produced 14 episodes of award-winning children’s programming
watched by hundreds of families online and thousands more via the Seattle
Channel, King County TV, the Voice of Vashon and Tuk TV.

We expanded our production partners around the state of Washington,
Including the Salish School of Spokane, Greentrike and the Children's
Museum of Tacoma. And 98% of our on-screen talent identified as Black,
Indigenous or People of Color. This kind of representation is unique in the
world of children’s television. LL+L's mission continues to make a positive
Impact in our BIPOC communities and we look forward to the journey ahead!
